o Students are put through training, take tests and exams, get graded and in
order to pass to the next lexbey mus be at the absolute top of their
class in all areas.




o Inthe younger grades (K" Grade) the students are only tzkon a few
areas (Physical, Creative, Intellectual). Then as they reach higher and
higher tiers (Middle School-8 and High School-92) they eventually
have to deal with all gests

o0 Students can grade hop if they can score higher than those in the grades
above them.

0 Those entering the school can take placement exams to start off at
different grade levels.

0 When people die or disappean, @pening becomes available for those
trying to make it into the school.

o0 There are also rare extracurricular activities that come up seasonally in the
school, allowing students to get extra points towards their final mark. This
situation is ideal for stughts who may have missed a test or failed a
previous exam and are seeking to catch up. These opportunities are
limited and so there is fierce competition between students to get the
limited seats that are available when these activities arrive.

1 What arehe departments of the school ahdir feeling/ purposes?

o General School Grounds

A The school as actually an old university used by the higher society
and so it feels a bit regal and somewhat like a castle (something
like a Cambridge University in Englandjhe interiors are more
modern however asely had to be renovated when the school was
re-opened.

A There are a few modern buildings mixed in with this old style

structures (such as the auditorium) that make the school feel a bit
more modern.




o Classrooms for each grade level

A The campus classoms are also split up into 3 main grade
groupings (K5, 6-8, and 912).

A This helps punctuate the transitioning from one grade group to
another as the rules and lifestyle are slightly different in each grade

group.
A Grade 12 is the smallest grade in siclool

1 Itis the most stressful, has the highest stakes and tension,
and usually leads to a high rate of suicides, rebellion, and




mental breakdowrBut it is also the cleanest and refined
grade over all

dingy and dirty (due to t
polices and abuse of fund).
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A The K-5 classes are moderately clean, but have older supplies and

equipment, so the classrooms look a bit dated.

A There is a bathroom and internal gym areadoh grade level
building. There are only medical offices in th& @nd 912 grade

buildings however, as thekgrade building is close to the security

offices, which has the other medical space.
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
